Residential Landscaping and Plat Notes:
The following paragraphs shall be noted on an approved Preliminary Plat and Final Plat:

1. Each single-family or duplex lot shall contain a minimum of one (1) canopy tree for every two-thousand
(2,000) square feet of lot area or fraction thereof up to twenty-thousand (20,000) square feet in lot area.
Any portion of the residential lot occupied by a recorded utility easement shall not be included as part of the
total lot area. The location of planting to account for physical conditions may be adjusted by the Land Use
Administrator.

2. The use of existing trees meeting the following standards to satisfy this requirement is encouraged. Existing
large shade trees measuring more than six (6) inches in DBH may be counted towards fulfilling this requirement.

3. Required street trees (Section 7.4 (J)) may not be counted towards the fulfillment of the residential
landscaping requirement. Apart from required street trees, all other trees required under this Chapter shall be
planted within the private lot.

4. Foundation plantings consisting of evergreen shrubs shall be installed along the entire foundation wall of the
building. Plant installation shall be a minimum of two (2) feet in height planted at four (4) foot intervals.
