	REPORT
Currently, a moratorium is in place putting a temporary hold on any subdivisions as well as a hold on new construction of principal structures within the specified area as identified in the following map and in the attached resolution for setting the date of public hearing.  The consulting team of Raybould Associates has been working diligently towards the production of a Small Area Plan along with any necessary recommendations for revising the Town’s development guidelines as stated in the current Unified Development Ordinance.  

Presently, the consulting team has assembled a concept plan which is available for public review and comment until October 16.  From there, the team will draft the final plan and deliver it during the first week of December.  A formal presentation of the draft final plan to the public will take place on either Wednesday, December 13, or Thursday December 14.  Assuming some time for minor edits and revisions, the plan should be able to be adopted by the Town Council by its meeting of February 5, 2007.  From there it is estimated that another 2 months will be necessary for Town staff to finalize any recommended amendments to the UDO, thereby allowing the moratorium to be lifted during the first week of April. 

Therefore, this 160-day extension will formally move the end of the moratorium from October 28, 2006 to April 4, 2007.  An ordinance to extend the moratorium is included for adoption.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR A 160-DAY EXTENSION TO THE EXISTING TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE REVIEW AND CONSIDERATION OF APPLICATIONS FOR APPROVAL OF SUBDIVISIONS AND CONSTRUCTION OF PRINCIPAL STRUCTURES IN THE SPECIFIED 
“OLD TOWN” KNIGHTDALE AREA

WHEREAS, the Town of Knightdale has been granted the authority to enact and extend a temporary moratorium by G.S. 160A-381(e); and


WHEREAS, the Town has experienced an increased interest in infill development within the Town Center (“TC”) zoning district and surrounding areas; and

WHEREAS, the Town Center zoning district and surrounding areas include a wide variety of existing architectural styles and land uses including but not limited to rural-style residential, significant historic homes, zero lot line commercial buildings, churches and converted office space; and

WHEREAS, the Town Center zoning district and surrounding areas also include a wide range of possible future uses in an effort to promote a region from which the Town might more effectively draw its future identity; and


WHEREAS, Town staff desires the ability to follow up on previous work done in the 2027 Comprehensive Plan and the 2005 Unified Development Ordinance and develop a unified vision for “Old Town” Knightdale and its approaches in the form of a Small Area Plan and revised development guidelines for review by the Land Use Review Board and the Town Council; and


WHEREAS, a more appropriate amount of time is needed to complete said Small Area Plan and development guideline revisions due to the extensive amount of public involvement and variety of input received to date;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Knightdale, North Carolina:


Section 1.  Statement of conditions necessitating a moratorium and what courses of action, alternative to a moratorium, were considered by the Town and why those alternative courses of action were not deemed adequate.

The protection and promotion of “Old Town” Knightdale as the area from which the Town derives its unique identity is being jeopardized through the construction of more comparatively small, non-descript housing that will do little to promote the Town’s tax base and expand upon the aesthetics and land use diversity of the “Old Town” area which the recent Unified Development Ordinance and 2027 Comprehensive Plan have intended to encourage.   The “Old Town” area already suffers from years of residential infill development that has taken place on street grids originally intended for growth as the cultural and economic center of the Town.  Zoning text amendments involving the Town’s architectural standards and general lot and structure provisions have been considered by Town staff, but have been deemed insufficient due to the diversity of opinions on how best to promote the Town’s identity in this area and the recognized need to build some type of Town-wide consensus prior to allowing additional development to move forward.

Section 2.  Statement of the development approvals subject to the moratorium and how a moratorium on those approvals will address the problems or conditions leading to imposition of the moratorium.

Development approvals subject to the moratorium are any permitting for principal structures on a lot as well as approvals for any family, minor or major subdivisions.  A moratorium on these approvals will temporarily halt the potential promulgation of small, non-descript principal structures that have served as the condition leading to the moratorium.   This temporary halt will be in place until the Town has been able to study and evaluate necessary changes to the design guidelines and general lot and structure provisions to ensure that future development in “Old Town” Knightdale meets the intent of the Town in furthering its unique identity while respecting the past and embracing the future in a harmonious manner.

Section 3.  Date for termination of the moratorium and a statement setting forth why that duration is reasonably necessary to address the problems or conditions leading to imposition of the moratorium.

The extension of the temporary moratorium set forth in this Ordinance shall take effect according to Section 6 of this Ordinance and shall terminate April 4, 2007, which will be 160 days from the original termination date of the 28th day of October, 2006.  This time period is necessary for the consulting team to pull together the variety and volume of input received to date during the first and second rounds of public involvement into a final document that will be ready in December 2006 or January 2007.  This time period will also allow approximately three (3) months for staff to draft amendments to the Unified Development Ordinance based on the recommendations of the plan and run those amendments through a public review process that includes review by both the Land Use Review Board and the Town Council.

Section 4.  Statement of the actions, and the schedule for those actions, proposed to be taken by the Town during the duration of the moratorium to address the problems or conditions leading to imposition of the moratorium.

To date, the following progress has been made on resolving the problems and concerns leading to the moratorium:

6/5/2006:
According to the original schedule, Planning Department receives five (5) proposals to conduct a Small Area Plan for “Old Town” Knightdale.
6/21/2006:
According to the original schedule, selection committee chooses the consulting team of Raybould Associates LLC and informs the Town Council of the selection.  Planning Department notes that the selected consulting team anticipates a longer time frame to complete the plan that the moratorium originally allowed, particularly to accommodate the critical public involvement process.  Town Council approves budget amendment to hire Raybould Associates LLC.
8/29/2006:
Consulting team completes its review of existing development documents provided by the Town.  Planning Department staff provides the consulting team with a detailed tour of the area, and consulting team conducts a “Kick-Off Day” at the local Knightdale Baptist Church meeting with approximately 60 different citizens over the course of the day, thereby completing a first round of public involvement.
9/12/2006:
Consulting team leads an evening planning charrette for over 40 active participants working in small groups who produce five (5) citizen plans for the “Old Town” area.
9/13/2006:
Consulting team meets with a small representative group of citizens and Town leaders to discuss the direction they think the small area plan is taking.

9/14/2006:
Consulting team completes an initial concept plan and presents it to an audience of about 40 citizens and takes comments, suggestions and questions; thereby completing a second round of public involvement.

9/22/2006:
Consulting team completes and delivers to Planning staff a scaled down version of the concept plan along with a 5-page written summary for distribution to the public for review and further comment.

10/1/2006:
Planning staff completes mailing to all affected property owners in the moratorium area which includes a notice to extend the moratorium as well as a copy of the concept plan and written summary.

10/16/2006:
Planning staff collects additional comments from the public and forwards them to the consulting team for consideration as they work towards completing the full draft of the small area plan.

During the extension of the moratorium, the Town will engage in activities addressing the problems and concerns according to the following general time frame:
12/4/2006:
Consultant completes full draft of small area plan and recommendations.

12/11-12/15/2006:
Consultant presents full draft small area plan to the public.

1/31/2007:
Consultant completes final draft of small area plan and recommendations.
2/1/2007:
Town staff begins to draft possible UDO amendments based on the recommendations in the final draft plan.

2/5/2007:
Council opens public hearing on small area plan and refers items to Land Use Review Board.

2/12/2007:
Land Use Review Board holds meeting on small area plan and makes recommendation to Town Council.

2/21/2007:
Council receives recommendation from Land Use Review Board and adopts small area plan.
2/22-3/1/2007:
Town staff makes any final adjustments to proposed UDO amendments based on adopted small area plan.

3/5/2007:
Council opens public hearing on amendments to the Unified Development Ordinance and refers items to Land Use Review Board.
3/12/2007:
Land Use Review Board holds meeting on UDO amendments and makes recommendation to Town Council.

4/2/2007:
Council received recommendation from Land Use Review Board and approves necessary UDO amendments.
